• Accreditation for a period of 5 years of the master's degree program 
Business Administration ASEM; 

• Elaboration and placement of all university courses within the Business 
Administration master program on the MOODLE platform; 

• Integration of new training methods, imposed by the transition to the online 
study system; 

• Organizing two interuniversity business plan competitions; 
• Holding several lessons with the participation of professors from partner 

universities, who familiarized students with the most current topics of 
entrepreneurship education; 

• Organizing a career orientation session for master students; 
• Purchases of business books, economic games, equipment, etc. 
• Dissemination of information on the actions carried out within the ReSTART 

project.
